I. Permission.

If the 
undersigned athlete requires immediate and/or medical treatment (including, but not limited to, hospitalization, surgery, anesthesia, 
and/or blood transfusion) and if the undersigned parent/guardian cannot be reached to provide permission for such car,  the 
undersigned parent/guardian hereby authorizes any LAKESIDE HOOPS administrative council member, coach, or volunteer, to act as 
guardian for the injured athlete for the purpose of granting permission to administer the immediate and/or emergency treatment. This 
authorization is specifically limited to any injuries arising out of the activities of the LAKESIDE HOOPS. this authorization ends on 
8/1/2009 
 

The undersigned athlete and parent/guardian acknowledge that they are responsible for payment for any medical  care 
provided under this authority. 
 
III. Waiver. 
 

The undersigned athlete and/or parent/guardian does hereby waiver,  release, and discharge the LAKESIDE HOOPS, its 
administrative council members, coaches, volunteer drivers, other volunteers, assigns, and successors from any liability, claims, or 
causes of action arising out of the activities of the LAKESIDE HOOPS.

The undersigned athlete and/or parent/guardian hereby agree to hold harmless and indemnify the LAKESIDE HOOPS and its 
administrative council members, coaches, volunteer drivers, other volunteers, assigns, and successors for any actions or inactions of the 
athlete and her family during the activities of the LAKESIDE HOOPS which results in any claim, cause or action, or liability whatsoever.
